Heat recovery systems work by capturing heat from
extracted air that would otherwise be ventilated out
of the building, and transfer it to warm fresh air
which is circulated around a network of ductings.

=

Technical Info

Heat recovery units —

also known as Mechanical
Ventilation Heat Recovery
(MVHR) — extract warm waste
air through a heat recovery filter,
whilst at the same fime sucking
in clean fresh air.

Although the clean and dirty air

never meet, the heat is exchanged and
warm fresh air is circulated around

the house.

Modern buildings lose 25% of their
heat through uncontrolled ventilation
and air leakage. On average a
bathroom full of moist air loses over
60 watts of heat energy from the

room twice every hour. That is
1.2kWh of wasted heat.

Design and location
considerations...

Heat recovery units run 24/7,
circulating air throughout the building
and are therefore designed to be very
quiet in use.

Units are low maintenance and can
be located in the loft or an eye level
cupboard, but access will be required
to clean the filters.

Heat recovery systems are best suited
to new build projects as a network
of ducting needs to be planned and
care must be taken to make sure the
system is airtight.

This water is
stored underground and can be used for the garden
hose supply, flushing toilets and washing machines.

An easy 3.3 points can be achieved
by doing this.

Here are a few practical examples

Clothes-drying space - needs to be no more than fixtures for a clothes line (not the line itself).
Possible 1.2 points.

Secure cycle store - a four bedroom home will need space for four bikes. This can be a lockable shed
or simply a couple of bike racks, to which the bikes can be chained. Possible 2.4 points.

Home office - this is the “provision of space” that can be set up as a home office and amounts to space
for one person with a telephone point and a double power socket. The space can actually be used for
anything the homeowner likes. Possible 1.2 points.

White goods - setting out in the specification that white goods will be A+ rated. Possible 2.4 points.

Composters — Biodegradable waste such as food and garden waste breaks down to produce methane,
a powerful greenhouse gas that contributes to climate change. Over 30% of an average household bin
can be composted which doesn’t produce methane as it breaks down. Possible 1.2 points.

It is possible to achieve a significant number of points with little impact on the house’s design, simply by making
small, cheap changes and correctly labelling things to bring them to the CSH assessor’s attention.
